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[image: image1.png]Wiliam Shakespeare was born in Stratford-
upon-Avon, a small English town about 100 miles
from London, in April 1564. His father was an
important man in the town, his mother was a
bus-driver and his family was a prosperous one.

After receiving a good education William mar-
ried Anne Hathaway in 1582 and the Beatles sang
at their wedding. The couple had two daughters
and a son who died in 1596.

When he was about 23, William went to London
to begin a career in the theatre. He soon became
a successful actor and a playwright. He founded
an actors’ company, built the famous Globe
Theatre, wrote 37 plays (comedies, tragedies,
and histories) as well as beautiful sonnets.

He also wrote numerous film scripts for Holly-
wood and he appeared on television several
times. He lived in London, but continued to go
to Stratford-upon-Avon where he bought a magni-
ficent house called “New Place.” He was parti-

cularly fond of his kitchen which had a micro-wave
oven and a brand new refrigerator. Every week-
end he drove back to his house, travelling on the
motorway in his pink Jaguar.

He died in Stratford-upon-Avon in 1616, thir-
teen years after Queen Elizabeth |.
